When completing this application, you are suggested that you take into consideration the following requirements: provide an assessment of your university’s current support for extension education; outline your university’s vision for extension (educational and consultancy services to small and medium farmers and SMEs in agri-food sectors); confirm your support for the professor(s) from your university applying to participate in the one-semester U.S. residency program.

All the present documents (the completed form – see Page 2 along with the signed letter of support– see Page 3) must be submitted in English and uploaded to the Fulbright-RAF online application (https://apply.iie.org/fvsp2025  ), no later than Friday, January 10, 2025. 
The Letter of Support provided by the University Administrator and professors’ applications will be evaluated simultaneously by an international selection committee to identify qualified professors with strong university support to achieve high impact results for Romanian students.
